Other News 

   For those who declare income from farming and have participated in the SDRM and CAIS programs, 

there were two recent important announcements. First, at the recent Canadian Federation of Agriculture 

annual meeting in Ottawa the new federal minister for Agriculture Chuck Strahl did admit that even 

though the conservatives campaigned to eliminate the CAIS program that it would still survive for at 

least 2006, and 2007 before any new (as yet undesigned) program could take its place. Garlic along with 

other horticulture crops has always been an eligible crop. The second announcement was by Ontario 

Agriculture Food and Rural Affairs Minister Leona Dombrowsky that there would be a payment this 

spring for Horticulture crops based on 2.6% of 2004 eligible net sales, plus continued funding for the 

SDRM program for 2006, and 2007 provided the fed's put up matching 60% funding. So for those of 

you reporting income for CAIS in 2004 you will automatically recieve a cheque based on all horticulture 

crops sales. If you have not participated in either program, but do report income from farming then you 

will have to apply to OMAFRA.
